garden enclosed by stone walls and geo-
metric beds planted with a wide array of
both woody and herbaceous specimens.
The plant material was selected for form,
color, and texture, but also keeping in mind
the unique temperate climate of Mount
Stewart and the strong tradition of global
plant collecting found in Ireland s gardens.

Plants showcased include the following:
Taxus baccata (Fastigiata), Osmanthus het-
erophyllus (Goshiki), Mahonia bealel, Arau-
caria araucana, Rhododendron cataw-
biense (Boursalt), Fuschia gartenmeister
(Bonstadt), Abutilon pictum (Thompsaenii),
Brugmansia, Tradescantia (Sweet Kate),
Heuchera (Peach Flambe), Achillea
(Moonshine), Astilbe (Rheinland), Berge-
nia (Bressingham Ruby), Carex (Bowles

harp will serve as
52 focal point ter-
minating the main
walkway. It will be
surrounded by a
stone mosaic floor
done in a Celtic
pattern. The other
major element present is an antique
pram, similar to that which held the
baby Mairi, daughter of the Mairi
Gardens creator, Edith, Lady Lon-
donderry, while she slept in the garden.
Campanulas (silver bells) and seashells
(cockleshells) will complete the refer-
ences to the rhyme Mairi, Mairi Quite
Contrary which is engraved on the
fountain walk leading up to Mairi s Gar-
den at Mount Stewart.
